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theme in Tie Ning studies, complemented by a diverse array of related topics,
including novel writing, character development, the exploration of human nature,
cultural reflection and narrative techniques. It is anticipated that future research on
Tie Ning will expand into interdisciplinary and cross-cultural domains, integrating
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the Chinese indigenous perspectives and digital humanities to forge new research
hotspots. This paper aims to provide a valuable reference for Tie Ning research
and offer new perspectives and methodological frameworks to the broader field of
literary studies.
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
